1. Potato, Apple, Pear, White Onion, Small cup of bleach

2. Blind fold and Nose clip (one you would while swimming) 

Preparation Time: 5 min

Lesson time: 20 min
Content Standard(s) Structure and Functions of Living Systems 5g
What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 
1. The senses taste and smell work together.
Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 

Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 
1. Do you ever wonder why you cannot taste anything when you have a cold?
Instruction: 
1. Have a brief discussion about the five senses (taste, touch, sight, smell and hear) and their functions.

2. Ask the students if they think the senses work together or individually.  Take a poll.
Activity: (Procedure) 
1. Ask for a volunteer.  Explain to the volunteer that they will taste four raw food items.  (Don’t let them see them just let them know they have eaten all of these before)

2. Blind fold the volunteer and have them put on the nose clip.  Make sure they cannot see and place the cup of bleach under their nose to make sure they cannot smell anything.

3. Show the class which item you are feeding them.  Feed them cut pieces of the items (remove the skin) you have and ask them to identify what it is as they chew.  They might guess but they will not be sure. Save the onion for last. While they are chewing on the onion remove the nose clips and watch what happens. LOL 
Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 
1. What happened when you removed the nose clips?

2. Why did they not react that way with the nose clips on?
